The program is designed for Muslim Teens living in the west and is aimed at developing 

future Moral Muslims living their Islam in the western context, understanding its proper 

application in the context of their daily lives and the challenges they will face as Muslim 

Adults. This will enable them to contribute positively to our community & enhance it from 

an Islamic perspective. 

As educators and parents, we are all in the pivotal role to achieve this, we can make the 

difference to the development of our growing youth population. 

Daar Aisha Shariah College recognizes that Muslim Youth are our future and therefore 

represent the future of Islam.  

The teen age years are the most sensitive and challenging developmental stage of our youth.  

We recognize that Muslim teen agers have diverse needs that must be addressed and issues 

that need to be discussed and resolved. 

One of the greatest concerns for the Muslim youth living in the west is how to live their 

Islam in a predominantly non-Muslim context while preserving their Islamic identity, 

maintaining and strengthening their relationship with Allah and His Messenger, and 

safeguarding their Islamic Values while at the same time being positive and proactive 

contributors to the wider society and community they live in and belong to.

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Teen Deen Course Structure 

In order to realize our objectives as stated above, t he Teen Deen Program has been 

carefully designed to fulfil the multi faceted needs of our Muslim Youth by providing a 

comprehensive and holistic approach to the Islamic education of our youth.  

We do not simply disseminate knowledge, we also make it relevant to the students’ life and 

their world. The lessons engage the students in a respectful discussion. 

The Teen Deen Course is composed of three equally important components:  

Weekly Shariah Lessons   

The course offers the Teen Age student sacred knowledge of the essential Islamic 

Sciences simplified to suit their age group, this offers them practical guidance on 

how to practice their religion in the many circumstance they find themselves in; 

and it also helps them to improve and maintain their relationship with Allah 

subhanahu wa taala and His Messenger salaAllahu alaihi wa sallam. 

The Teen Deen Program is composed of weekly formal lessons in Shariah, covering three 

subjects per year. 

The Teen Deen shariah course is conducted over a 3 year period inclusive of a certificate and 

recognition.   

1st  Year : Tajweed, Fiqh, Seerah, Tarbeyah (purification of the heart).  

2nd  Year:  Tajweed, Aqidah, Tafsir, Social Manners and Etiquettes.  

3rd  Year:  Tajweed, Hadith Commentary, the Quran and Revelation, Social Issues.

The Academic Year is composed of 4 terms in keeping with the public school 

term dates. 
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‘In Focus’ Program: 

The second component of the course is the ‘in focus’ program. This is a monthly 

program that addresses contemporary issues of relevance and interest to the youth 

which allows them to discuss, explore, discover, research, a particular topic of 

interest e.g. 

1. Social Media pros and cons. 

2. Mind – Mental Health, Relaxation, stress relief techniques.  

3. Body – Understanding your body, Personal Hygiene, Hormones and PMT, 

junk food v. health food. 

4. Soul – the nature of the Soul, its relationship to the body and mind, 

nurturing and illuminating it  

5. Aspirations and Goal setting/ Vision – where do you see yourself 10 years 

from now, how are you going to get there? 

6. Critical thinking and Problem solving 

7. The Quran and Science 

 

End of Term Recreational Activities 

Sports and recreational activities are incorporated in the Teen Deen Program to ensure the 

youth participate in outdoor activities and enjoy physical exercise as well as participate in 

team building activities which help them to develop important social skills.  This program is 

conducted at the end of the year and we hire a venue that is local, private, and secure. This is 

a voluntary extracurricular activity. 

 

Social Activities and Events 

An annual social event is organized specifically for the Teen Agers exploring a topic 

that is most relevant to the wider teen community in the social setting of a 

function hall. The event theme may be My Faith My Veil, Mother & Daughter 

event, A Night with the Quran, Teen Princess Ball, etc...  
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SUBJECT INFORMATION 

ISLAMIC THEOLOGY  

 AQIDAH 
 

The aim of this subject is to introduce students to the Science of Islamic Theology and its 

development, which forms the foundation of Islamic Belief. Definitions of terminologies used 

to describe this science will be also covered. A substantive focus of the subject is the matter of 

‘Tawheed’, which means the belief in the existence of Allah and His 13 Attributes.  

 

Other focus areas include Prophethood (characteristics and stories of Prophets) and the 

‘unseen world’ (e.g. Angels, Signs of the Last Day, Resurrection, the Day of Judgment, heaven 

and hell, and more).   

 

 

ISLAMIC LAW   

FIQH  
 

This subject provides a detailed study of the laws pertaining to acts of worship such as 

prayer, purification (Tahara): Wudu, Ghusl, Menstruation law, Salaat and its requirements, 

the benefits of Salaat, the rules relating to fasting, the hajj rites, rights of parents e
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THE PROPHETIC BIOGRAPHY  

SEERAH  

 
 

In this subject students will learn about the life of the Prophet Muhammad (peace and blessings upon 

him), and the lessons that we, as Muslims, can take from his life (peace and blessings upon him) to apply 

to the many challenges that we face today.  

 

The Mekkan Period introduces students to the Prophet’s (peace and blessings upon him) life 

prior Islam; revelation; ensuing persecution; and how the early Muslim community dealt with 

these difficult circumstances. This period of the Prophet’s life is especially important for 

Muslims living in the West, gaining insight into the Prophetic way of living in a non-Muslim 

society.  

The Madinian period covers the life of the Prophet (peace and blessings upon him) in Madinah. This 

includes details regarding the Great Migration (Hijrah); the spread of Islam; the 

establishment of the first Muslim State; battles; marriages of the Prophet (peace and blessings upon 

him); and ends with the passing of the Prophet (peace and blessings upon him). 

 

 

ELUCIDATION OF THE NOBLE QURAN   

TAFSIR 

 
 

 

The aim of this subject is to understand, clarify and elucidate the meanings within the Qur’an, 

based on the explanations given by traditional scholars.  

 

The subject will provide a detailed study of the science of Tafsir, as well as the different types 

of Tafsir. There will be an explanation of the meanings of the words, the occasion of revelation, 

and the message in the verses. Legal, spiritual, and theological perspectives will also be 

provided. 
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HADITH ANALYSIS & COMMENTARY 

SHARH AL HADITH 

 
 

This subject is focused on the study of forty Prophetic Traditions that were chosen and 

collated by Imam al Nawawi, covering many aspects of everyday life with particular 

application to our time. An analysis and explanation of these traditions are discussed in 

detail from a Legal, Ethical, Theological and Spiritual perspective.  

 

 

 

 

QURANIC SCIENCES AND THE PROCESS OF 

REVELATION   

  

 

This subject explores in detail the various sciences that are related to the Noble Qur’an, 

including an examination of the miracles of the Qur’an.  

 

Topics include: How the Quran was revealed; the compilation of the Quran; the historical 

development that lead to the unification of script; the process of preservation of the Qur’an; 

the classification of the chapters of the Quran; the miracles contained in the Quran; and the 

incapacitating nature of the Revelation.  
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RULES OF QURANIC RECITATION  

TAJWEED  
 

 ñAnd recite the Qurôan distinctlyò 
[Qur'an 73:4] 

 

The aim of this subject is to perfect the recitation of the Qur'an. This will be achieved 

through studying the rules for the proper recitation of the Quran with emphasis on 

practical application of the rules of recitation. 

 

This subject is offered at three levels: Beginners, Intermediate and advanced. The 

beginners’ level introduces the student to the basics – Alphabetical Letters, 

recognition and correct pronunciation, joining letters to form 3 letter words and 

some basic rules of Tajweed. 

 

Intermediate Quran classes are structured to cater for students who are capable of 
reading single words in Arabic or verses however they may struggle with some 

words and/or fluency. The lesson is divided into two parts. The first part of the 

lesson is based on engaging class activities where students have the opportunity to 

enhance their Arabic reading and writing skills.   
 

The second part of the lesson involves students independently reading from the 

Quran (Juz' Amma). The teacher listens to each student recite and provides them 
feedback on their reading progress. Students keep a record of their progress in 

their exercise books which is signed off by the class teacher each week. 

 

Advanced Tajweed classes are structured for students capable of reading Arabic 

fluently. The aim of the class is to connect students to the Quran using a 

personalised reading program, with the ultimate goal for each student to recite the 

Qur’an in its entirety (khatma).  As correct recitation of the Qur’an requires 

knowledge of the rules of Tajweed, one rule of Tajweed is learnt or revised weekly. 

The overriding goal of the class is to foster a deep love and attachment to the book 

of Allah (Most High). As such stories outlining the virtues and miracles of the 

Qur’an are often given to motivate and imbue the students to strengthen their 

connection to the book of Allah (Most High). 

The intermediate and advanced level delve into a more detailed study of the rules for 

the correct recitation of the Quran, perfecting pronunciation with an emphasis on 

the practical aspect of Quranic recitation. 
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TARBEYYAH 

PURIFICATION OF THE HEART &  

ENNOBLEMENT OF CHARACTER 
 

 

óA day in which no wealth and no children will be of any use. Except the 

one who comes (to Allah) with a pure heartô.  

[Surat Ash-Shuara. 26: 88-89] 

 

 

 

This subject focuses on one of the essential traditional sciences dealing with the 

purification of the heart and the ennoblement of character. This aspect of the Islamic 

Sciences was given great importance by the Prophet (peace and blessings upon him). 

 

The subject begins by exploring the five components that make a person: the Soul; the 

Heart; the Intellect; Nafs; and the Body, and their inter relationship. Through this initial 

study, students gain a deep understanding of one’s own being; identify their spiritual 

state; understand why and how they react in a certain manner; what instigates a particular 

conduct; what influences decision making, and much more.  

 

The subject also explores the diseases of the heart and their cures, and the shortcomings 

of the tongue and its remedy. The subject emphasises the practical application of this 

knowledge in daily life in order to improve our spiritual state and remove the obstacles 

in our path to Allah (Most High). 

 

A study of the beautiful character traits that are loved by Allah and were manifested in the 

person of the Messenger of Allah (peace and blessings upon him) will also be undertaken 

with practical exercises and advice on how to inculcate these qualities. 
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Teen Deen Policy Agreement   
 

  
In order to achieve the greatest benefit in your quest for Sacred Knowledge and for us to be 
able to fulfill the Sacred Trust (Amanah) that Allah Most High seeks from us, students must 
adhere to the following.   
 
 
ATTENDANCE  
 
Attendance and punctuality are important. Students are required to call the office if they will 

be late for class or unable to attend.  

During the course of study students may defer their studies if need be, however students 

must complete their studies within five years of registration. 

 

Parents must be aware that Daar Aisha Shariah College bears no responsibility for children 

before 2.00pm and after 6.00pm. 

 

 
MODEST ATTIRE 
 
While Hijab is obligatory for Muslim Women, we recognize that not all Muslim women do 
practice this tenet.  From our experience the students who do not wear hijab are inspired to 
do so by studying Shariah. 
 

However, students attending classes at Daar Aisha Shariah College are required to adhere to 

the Islamic code of modesty at all times.  This requires clothing that is long, loose, not 

transparent and with a high neckline. 

 

 
PAYMENT OF FEES 
 
Daar Aisha Shariah College is a completely independent educational institution. The fees 

schedule is as follows: 

 

 
Registration Fee: $50 payable upon registration; this is a non-refundable administrative 

fee.   

 

Bond: A bond to the amount of 4 weeks’ fees ($100) is payable upon registration. The bond 

is fully refundable upon completion of the course provided all fees are up to date and 2 

weeks’ notice given. 

Payment of term fees using Ezidebit carries a further independent bond of $50. This is also 

fully refundable provided all fees owing have been debited. 
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Tuition Fees: Fees are payable for the duration of time that a student is registered at Daar 

Aisha College including days of absence.  

Students are required to pay fees on a term by term basis. Fees for the term must be paid 

before the beginning of each term for the duration of the entire term. Term fees are non 

refundable. 

 
There are only two modes of payment of fees: 

1. Term fees paid in advance: cash, cheque, eftpos 

2. Installments via direct debit.  

 

Parents who choose the second option need to complete an Ezidebit form which is available 

from the administration office.   

 
In order to continue serving the community effectively as we have done in the past, it is 

important for our students to be diligent and efficient in discharging their responsibilities.  

 
 
DISCONTINUATION OF STUDIES  
 
Students who wish to discontinue their studies need to complete the discontinuation form 

[available at the office]. Please note that the student will be considered an enrolled student 

at Daar Aisha College until the discontinuation form is submitted. Discontinuation is 

effective as of end of term.
